Because participation in this meal is a
confession of the faith of this congregation (1 Corinthians 11:26), and because those who eat and drink Christ’s body and blood unworthily do so to
their great harm (1 Corinthians 11:27), it is important that all Christians examine themselves before communing (1 Corinthians 11:28). We invite you
to speak with the pastor after the service if you have any questions or concerns.
